(Hong Kong, 5 December 2023) On every Christmas tree a special place is reserved for the star, which 
encapsulates the original spirit of the festival. Inspired by this symbol of love, hope and miracles, Lee Tung 
Avenue has invited acclaimed cross media artist Victor Wong to create “The Wishing Stars” art installation, 
which will be exhibited from 5 December 2023 to 14 January 2024. In his second collaboration with Lee Tung 
Avenue, the multiple-time winner of the best visual effects award in the Hong Kong Film Awards and the 
Golden Horse Awards has used over one million acrylic beads to construct the “Corridor of Wishes” along the 
200-metre-long pedestrian walkway at Lee Tung Avenue and a five-metre-wide mega Christmas star above the 
Central Piazza, along with other decorations. During daytime, the colourful beads reflect daylight and glitter 
like jewels; at night, the art installation glows in the colours of rainbow, another symbol of hope. Whatever 
time of the day, “The Wishing Stars” is a beautiful sight to behold and a source of joy, hope and festivities.  
 
In addition to basking in the radiance of “The Wishing Stars”, the public will get to enjoy an array of enriching 
cultural and entertainment programmes, including the Finnish Christmas market taking place this weekend (9 
& 10 December 2023) that will offer a taste of the holiday traditions, food and craftsmanship of the Nordic 
country. As part of its efforts to introduce different forms of art and cultures to the community, Lee Tung 
Avenue has invited local artists specialising in bamboo weaving, origami and string art to host wishing star 
ornament making workshops. The “Let It Snow” artificial snow show will also return, while the public can send 
postcards from Lee Tung Avenue to their loved ones, share photos on social media to win prizes and enjoy 
limited-time-only offers at various merchants.

A monumental installation made with over 1 million acrylic beads  
“The Wishing Stars” installation, which will be 
exhibited at Lee Tung Avenue from 5 December 2023 
to 14 January 2024, is the creation of local cross 
media artist Victor Wong, and one of the satellite 
events of BODW CityProg. Wong is the visual effects 
director behind many films, including Fearless, CJ7, 
Initial D and Let the Bullets Fly, and has won the Best 
Visual Effects Award in the Hong Kong Film Awards 
and Taiwan’s Golden Horse Awards more than once.  
 
In recent years, Wong has been experimenting with 
digital art and exploring different possibilities of 
combining modern technology with traditional art. 
His portfolio includes the invention of “A.I. Gemini”, the first-ever artificial intelligent (AI) ink artist in the world, 
and participation in the production of FINAL FANTASY, one of the world’s bestselling games. Back in 2020, Wong 
collaborated with Lee Tung Avenue for the first time and created the world’s first large-scale AI butterfly light 
art installation “Butterflies of Hope”. This year, the two are teaming up again to spread hope and magic through 
“The Wishing Stars”.  
 

Made with over a million acrylic beads, “The Wishing Stars” is an intricate 

work. As soon as visitors step into the “Corridor of Wishes”, which 

stretches along the 200-metre-long tree-lined pedestrian walkway, they 

will be transported to a dazzling world of hope and happiness, away from 

the humdrum of day-to-day life. Wishing stars and snowflakes hanging 

above shimmer to add a touch of magic to the surroundings. Once visitors 

reach the Central Piazza, they will be greeted by a fantastical sight: a five-

metre-wide mega Christmas star, surrounded by iridescent clouds and 

shooting stars of varying sizes. Throughout the hours, the art installation 

transforms, reflecting sunlight to sparkle like jewels, while at night, lighting 

effects illuminate the structures with colours of the rainbow. Regardless of 

the time, "The Wishing Stars" captivates viewers, providing inspiration and 

a sense of bliss. 

Wong sees the rainbow as a miracle performed by 

nature and a symbol of good luck. The seven 

colours of the rainbow are believed to represent 

different positive qualities: red for love, orange 

for creativity, yellow for wisdom, green for health, 

blue for truth, indigo for loyalty and purple for 

royalty. They inspire people with hope and 

optimism in times of difficulties. Wong hopes that 

when people pass by Lee Tung Avenue and see 

the giant wishing star, they will be given hope and 

strength to pursue their dreams and realise their 

wishes.  

 



 
Victor Wong said: “When I first collaborated with Lee Tung Avenue in 2020 to create the ‘Butterflies of Hope’ 
AI light art installation, my intention was to bring hope to people. This year, we find ourselves working 
together again to create ‘The Wishing Stars’, a Christmas art installation. I hope like the previous work, it 
will inspire people with joy and positive energy by creating a visually striking experience that will captivate 
its viewers and make them forget their worries in this festive time of year.”
